Did you know that if you are a woman, and you attend St. Timothy Lutheran, you are a member of WELCA (Women of the ELCA). We either have a membership meeting at 1:00 P.M. in the Bradford Fellowship Hall, or a luncheon at 12:00 P.M. either in the Bradford Fellowship Hall or a local restaurant, each month on the third Tuesday. Twice a year, we get to see our other sisters in Christ at the Pinelands Conference Spring Gathering at one of our sister churches in March on a Saturday, and Florida Bahamas Synod WELCA Fall Gathering from a Friday -Sunday usually around the second weekend in November at Warren Willis Retreat Center in Fruitland Park, FL.  
On Friday, February 12, 2026, from 8:00am to 2:00pm we had our Mini Granny's Attic sale. This event is our only fundraiser for the year.  On Tuesday, February 17, 2026, at 1:00pm in Bradford Fellowship Hall, we had a regular WELCA Meeting and a great attendance of sisters. We welcomed a new sister & welcomed back three sisters. We voted to donate the 1/3 of the Granny's Attic funds to CASA. $535.00 will be given to CASA, then $535.00 will be given to MOST, then the remaining $535.00 will be kept in the WELCA account to help  pay Scholarship  & Love funds to the Florida Bahamas Synodical Women’s Organization as well as bills that WELCA is required to pay for the Prayer Garden Maintenance & expenses for some of our luncheons, and activities. 
On Tuesday, February 24, 2026, at 1:00pm, we gathered to prepare the favors for the Spring Gathering. Fun was had by all in attendance. The Spring Gathering Theme of Don't Worry is from Matthew 6:26-34. We made little bird's nests with a bird, a flower, & a cross. In addition, we made laminated Scripture cards to go with the little nests.  
On Saturday, March 7, 2026, we had the PINELANDS CONFERENCE SPRING GATHERING AT HOPE LUTHERAN CHURCH IN THE VILLAGES.  
On Tuesday, March 17, 2026, we will have our St. Patrick's Day Tea Party at 12:00pm in Bradford Fellowship Hall. Look for the sign-up sheets on the Bulletin Board.

“JOY”

Always be full of Joy in the Lord.
